WHY WE SHOULD NOT CHOOSE WHO WE WANT FOR ADJUSTMENT? 為何不挑人調整？
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Illness is not only caused by physical factors but also psychological obstacles. Good karma arises when we have the opportunity to apply adjustment on a patient.
Regardless of whether our volunteers are dressed in glamour or in simple style, whether they are senior or junior, they are people of compassion and do possess some virtues. Willing to give out is a practice of good fate.

Through naked eye, we may not be able to see the emotional barriers of the patients (such as karma) nor virtues of the volunteers (such as merits).

Upon understanding the above principle, adopt a fair attitude for patients at the adjustment centres to be attended according to their arrival time. This is also God’s arrangement.

Usually the most effective adjustment is a merger of the universal energy with God’s arrangement. That also explains why the result is visibly effective for some incurable diseases even though the volunteer and the patient meet for the first time. To act according instead of against any conditions, we learn to let go.

Leaving it in God’s hands, a patient who lacks certain kind of merit may be supplemented by a volunteer who possesses such a merit. Hence the adjustment will turn out to be effective. (The greatest energy comes from the feeling of gratitude towards receiving and giving).

Adjustment is not only channeling universal energy to the other party but also praying for our “merits” to be dedicated to that person. At the same time, we are also sowing the seeds of love into his mind.


A patient or volunteer who insists on their pick of person at the adjustment centre is being rigid. Holding on to such attitude will only increase a person’s negative emotions and hinder the chances of recovery!
In actual fact, many illnesses are due to rigid personality. Letting go of such rigidness therefore heals the illness. At the adjustment centres, we learn how to let go of our rigidness.  For the patient, he learns to let go his illness, obstinacy, complaints, grudges, jealousy, unhappiness, etc. For the volunteer, he lets go his time, housework, work, fame, status, gains, etc. To let go is to free and sublimate oneself.

I wish all of you would set aside your insistence on picking your choice of people for adjustment but instead accept the gift of energy from God and act according to the natural conditions with a gratitude feeling for receiving and giving. You will naturally receive the God’s greatest blessing!


That is why the adjustment centres impose a provision that volunteers and patients should not be allowed to choose who they want for adjustment.
